Launching AMI
Click on the Windows Start button.

Go to All Programs>InfoClip>AgMobile>AgMobile Interface

The following screen will display.
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To transfer data to and from the PDA, click the Update button.

NOTE: Your PDA must be connected to your computer via ActiveSync prior to
running an update.

You will see some messages indicating the steps that AMI is taking.
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When the transfer is complete, you will see the message indicating that the
process is complete. Acknowledge the message by clicking OK.
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Configuring AMI

To access various AMI functions, click on Import/Export Options.

File Settings

Use file settings to specify the interface file locations.
Use the Binocular icons to browse to the appropriate file.

NOTE: These settings are automatically set when the software is
installed. Changing these settings could render AMI inoperable.

AgMobile Database Server Name — Used to specify the location of the
AgMobile database on the desktop system.

AgMobile Database Name — This setting cannot be modified by the user.
Events Database Name — Use this to specify the location of the AginfoEvents
database. Note: In Locked List Mode, this setting will be automatically set to
match Regsetup settings and will not be user configurable from this screen.

Data File Folder — The specified the Data File folder on the desktop system.

Mobile Database File Folder — Used to specify the location of the database file
on the PDA.

Datasource Options — Only MS Access should be selected.
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Configure AgMobile

Use this option to prepare AgMobile to collect and display the events you desire.
The following screen will display. It is a representation of the AgMobile screen.
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Configuring for Data Collection

There are 12 event/detail lists and 4 Quick-Pick boxes that can be setup for data
collection.

Note: Lists 1,2,3 and 4 are the four data collection fields on the main screen.
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Lists D1 through D8 are the additional 8 data collection fields on the XTRA
screen.



Click on Options and select the Event/Detail list you would like to configure.



In this example, we chose Event/Detalil list 1. The screen appears displaying the
currently configured events.

If you click on the event in the left window, the right window will display the
details associated with that event.

To add a new event/detail, type or use the drop-down to select the event in the
Available Events field. Do the same for the Available Details for this Event
field. Click the Add button. Repeat for additional events and details.



Quick Pick Boxes

To setup a Quick Pick box, double click on the desired quick Pick box.

The following screen will display.

Type or select from the drop-down your desired setting and click OK.

Field Event — The actual event name that will be applied upon collection.
Field Title — The label above the Quick Pick Box
Detail Value — The detail that will be applied upon collection.



Define Field Headings

To setup the top portion of AgMobile for data display, double-click on the desired
field.

The following screen will display.

Type or select from the drop-down your desired setting and then click OK.

Field Event — The event in which the latest collected detail will display.

Field Title - The title that will display to the left of the display field on the
AgMobile screen.



Edit Entity List

Use this option to manage the entity list.

To add new entity, click the Add button next to Entity Names the following
screen will display.

Type the entity that you want to enter. Click OK.



You will see your entity appear in the Entity Names window.

To make an entity the default entity that will display when launching AgMobile,
double click on the entity name. The default entity will be surrounded by < >.



To remove an entity, click on the entity and then click the X to the left of the
Entity Name list.

Define a Label
Not used in normal AgMobile operation.



tHISTORY Filter

Use this option to define specific historical information that will be sent to the

PDA. This information will then be viewable by tapping the History icon on
AgMobile’s screen.

Choose the Event you would like to include in the tHISTORY filter list.



Selecting the event from the drop down menu will place the event in the list.

You may add as many events to the tHISTORY filter as you like. You can add all
the events by clicking the Add All button.



Events Filter

Use this option to define which animals will get sent to the PDA in an update.
Note: This filter is an AND filter. If both fields are configured, the animal must
have both event/detail combinations to be sent to the PDA.

Choose the desired events and details from the drop down menus.



Setup
Use this option to access specialized setup features.
Note: you will need a username and password to access these features.

Translation

Select or type in the desired language in the drop down list at the top.

Under the column title, enter the English word or phrase within AgMobile to be
translated. Under the "Translation" column then, obviously goes the translation
of that word or phrase in whatever language is entered.

Note: If you have one of the translations text files, you can import it using the
button at the top. Just make sure that the translation text file is located in the
"Datafile” folder specified in AMI file settings.

About

AMI Version
This displays the version of AMI that is currently installed.



GetSRL

Use this utility to obtain the system specific code used to build a key file. Provide
this code to the AginfoLink helpdesk and you will be provided with a key file to
unlock the functionality of AMI.

Once the iIMAPReg.ini file is received, place it in the following folder:

C:\Program Files\InfoClip, LLC\AgMobile Interface

Once the file is present, AMI will function normally.
