AgMobile Usage

Launching AgMobile
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Select your entity using the drop down menu.
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Tap on the green button with the yellow arrow.

Note: If Bluetooth is not enabled on the PDA, you will see this message:
Acknowledge the message, exit AgMobile and enable Bluetooth on your PDA.

AgMobile Lookup / Entry Screen

This screen is for looking up existing animals, entering new animals or data into
the system.
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These boxes display the EID and VID of the animal that is currently being worked
with.

You can look an animal up / enter an animal by EID or VID.

Looking Up / Entering An Animal By EID

You can lookup / enter an animal either by scanning the animals RFID tag, or by
using the stylus to tap in the EID using the keypad.

Using the RFID Scanner

To use the RFID scanner, simply scan the animal’'s RFID tag. If the animal is new
to they system, a VID (visual id) will be requested.

If the animal is already in the system, the Lookup / Entry screen will display the
information associated with the animal.
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Using the Stylus

To use the stylus to look up an animal by EID, hold the stylus down (don't tap,
just hold) in the EID box. When the Keypad button appears, tap the Keypad
button.

The Keypad will display. Tap in the EID of the animal you want to look up. When
you are done tapping in the number, tap Enter.
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The Lookup / Entry screen will return and display the information associated with
the animal
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Looking Up an Animal By VID

To look up an animal by VID, hold the stylus down (don’t tap, just hold) in the VID
box. When the Keypad button appears, tap the Keypad button.

The Keypad will display. Tap in the VID of the animal you want to look up. When

you are done tapping in the number, tap Enter.
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If the animal is new to they system, an EID (RFID number) will be requested.

If the animal is already in the system, the Lookup / Entry screen will return and
display the information associated with the animal
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Viewing Animal Data

This section of the Lookup / Entry screen displays the latest data (if collected)
that is associated with the animal. This portion of the screen is for display only.
Note: A maximum of 11 chars will display in these fields. If there is actually more
information, it is truncated.
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Collecting Animal Data

This section of the Lookup / Entry screen is for data collection.
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After scanning a new animal or looking up an existing animal, data can be
collected on that animal.

For instance, if you looked up this existing animal and wanted to change the
OWNER, use the drop down menu next to OWNER.
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Select the new OWNER.




Tap the Enter button

You will now notice the new OWNER displays in the data view portion.



Note: You can submit more than one event at a time.

Xtra Screen
There are 8 additional fields in which data can be collected. These can be
accessed through the Xtra icon on the Lookup / Entry screen:

Tapping the icon brings up the Xtra screen. The fields work in the same way that
the 4 data collection fields on the Lookup / Entry screen do.



When finished configuring data to be collected, tap the arrow in the lower left
corner to return to the main screen.

After returning to the main screen, tap the enter button to apply the data
previously selected on the Xtra screen.

Default Event Collection

You can force AgMobile to automatically collect events and details, or request
data entry upon each EID scan. This can be handy if for example you are
collecting data on a group of animals where each animal will have the same
event or events collected.

To enable the default collection of an event / detall, first select the event / detail
and then check the box to the right. For example, the below screenshot shows
that for every animal scanned, the following will happen:

The event OWNER with the detail CRISS will be applied.

The Numeric Keypad will appear requesting LOT to be entered.

The event SEX with the detail STEER will be applied.



Note: This functionality also exits on the Xtra screen.

Quick Pick Boxes

Use any of these four boxes to conveniently apply preset Event/Detail
combinations. Each box represents an Event/Detail combination. The specific
Event and Detail combinations are setup using AMI. To use, simply check the
desired box and then tap the submit button. The associate Event / Detail
combination will be applied to the animal.

Retag Procedure

Retag by EID
Use this function to retag by EID. Scan or lookup an animal and then tap this
button. A window will appear allowing you to scan in the new EID.



Retag by VID

Use this function to retag by VID. Scan or lookup an animal and then tap this
button. A keypad will appear allowing you to tap in the new VID.

Sequencing

Sequencing - AgMobile can automatically apply an event to each animal
scanned. The specific event name applied is configurable. The detail will be
incremented automatically and is also configurable in regards to the increment
rule. Access and enable Sequencing from the Sequence tab in AgMobile

Configuration.

Use Sequencing: To enable sequencing use, this box must be
checked.

Next #: Use this numeric field to start the sequencing at a
particular number. The + - buttons to the right are used to
increment and decrement this value.

Prefix: The value entered into this field will become the prefix for
all sequence IDs applied.

Length: The value entered into this field will determine total
sequence ID length (excluding the prefix).

Name: This is the Event name associated with each record that
is auto applied. If using in conjunction with BeefLink™, this
name should match the Event name in the BeefLink™ program.

Count: The numeric value entered into this field will determine
the total number of sequence IDs that will be associated with a
single animal record.

Include Date: Check this box to include the date as a part of the
actual sequence ID.

Current Counter: Displays the current count of animals
scanned — duplicate EIDs are not counted.

Reset Counter: Tapping on this button will reset the counter to
zero.



tHISTORY Filter

The tHISTORY filter is used to define specific historical information that will be
sent to the PDA. This information will then be viewable by tapping the History
icon on AgMobile’s screen. The tHISTORY filter is configured using the AMI
utility.

Events Filter

The events filter is used to restrict the transfer of animals from the master
database on the desktop to the PDA.

MIA List

Note: The purpose of the MIA List is to view animals that have data in fields 11
or 12 of the upper portion of the AgMobile™ screen (see Desktop Configuration
Utility for more information), but have not been viewed (looked up) on the
Handheld yet. When animal records are copied to the Handheld via the
BeefLink™ Interface, each animal having data in fields 11 or 12 is listed in the
MIA List. When an animal lookup is performed, AgMobile™ removes the animal
from the list. Viewing the MIA List will display the VIDs along with associated
Events and Details of the animals that have not yet been looked up. Whenever
AgMobile™ is launched, a window will appear asking if the MIA List should be



reset. Choosing No will leave the last MIA List intact. Choosing Yes will place
animals that have been removed due to an earlier lookup back on the list. The
MIA List is always overwritten with a new list when an update is performed using
the BeefLink™ Interface.
