Instructions for Installing Upgrade on Systems
with BeefLink2 ™ Currently Installed

Note: This version of BeefLink™ contains several updates including new NAIS Events /
Regimens and Automatic Data Sharing. Once installed, there is a new method of sharing
data to Pony Express. See Section Il of this install guide for complete details on sharing
data.

Section |: Installing the BeefLink?2 ™ Software Upgrade

Before you begin, verify the version of your current BeefLink™ Software. Launch Individual
Animal Manager. Note the Version number under the program name at the top, center of the
screen.

If the version is less than or equal to 1.01.0199, do NOT proceed. Contact the AginfoLink
Helpdesk at 1-800-287-8787 to get assistance with a customized upgrade.
If the version is greater than or equal to 1.01.0200, you may continue with the upgrade.

If you have custom events or have had a customer Re  port created by AginfoLink —

contact local TSA or the AginfoLink Helpdesk for as sistance with the upgrade . Note for
TSAs: Search for Custom Events|Details in the components database. Document these entries
prior to the upgrade.Then after the upgrade, the custom Events|Details should be added into the
“Custom Events” Category in Event Configurator for future upgrade use. Also, custom Which
Data / What Animal entries should be exported via Table Exporter prior to the upgrade, and then
a “group” replacement done after the upgrade. TSAs should also export the device ports and
regiments as part of the upgrade (see steps below).

Close all applications, including any virus-scan or firewall programs.

If you have Custom Regimens that you wish to retain , before proceeding with the
installation follow the instructions in Section I — Q&A on Exporting / Importing Custom
Regimens.
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To retain your Device Port settings (how your reade __r, scale, etc. are setup in the
program) , before proceeding with the installation follow the instructions in S ection Il —
Q&A on Exporting / Importing Device Port Settings.

Insert AginfoLink Software CD into the CD-drive and it will auto-start the installation. If you have
downloaded the installation program, double-click on the SETUP.EXE program to start the
install.

Follow the directions on the screen.

At the Welcome screen, select REPAIR, then click Next.

You will be prompted for a Password, Entity ID and PremisesID.

Contact the Helpdesk at 1-800-287-8787 to obtain the
installation password as it changes daily.

The Entity ID should automatically be detected during
an upgrade. If not, the Helpdesk can provide.

If you have a USDA PremisesID, enter it on the third
line, otherwise enter “N/A”.

Click NEXT to proceed.

The computer should shut down and reboot automatically, if not - reboot the computer
manually.

When the computer starts up, the “AginfoLink — Data Share Utility” program will start
automatically. See Section Il for a detailed explanation of thisp  rogram.

Exit the AginfoLink — Date Share Utility program.
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Next, you must install the BeefLink License Renewal which includes the Table Exporter /
Importer Software Upgrade Patch.

Section Il: Sharing Data to Pony Express via the B eefLink?2 ™ Upgraded Software

There are two methods to share data to Pony Express:
1. Internet: The simplest method is to have an Internet connection on the computer used to
collect data;
2. Media: If an Internet connection is not possible on the data collection PC, the data can be
shared manually and requires a three step process.
Data must be shared on a reqular basis __ to continue use of the BeefLink2 ™ program. The
program is set to issue a warning if data has not shared within 15 days of collection.

Internet — Sharing Data with the Data Collection PC directl y connected to the Internet:

NOTE: If an Internet connection is available during data collection, the data will periodically share
automatically and there may not be Files to Share. In this case, no action is required to share data.

When the data collection is complete, connect the computer to the Internet and follow these instructions:

Double-click on the Send Data to Pony Express shortcut on the computer ’i
desktop (or click on Start, All Programs, AglnfoLink, Send Data to Pony o

The data will automatically be shared to Pony Express via the Fress SharstoriConfim®
Internet connection. Once completed, the Total Files To Share Gorim B
should go back to 0 and the Total Files Shared should be increased

by the total number of files just shared.

Media — Sharing Data when the Data Collection PC cannot  be connected to the Internet:

If the data collection PC does not have Internet access, the data can be shared manually to a thumb drive or
external storage device and then shared via any other computer connected to the Internet through a 3 step
manual Process.

NOTE: An upgraded version of BeefLink2™ must be installed on the computer with Internet Access
to share data to Pony Express.

1. Create the Data File on a Thumb Drive (External _Storage Device).

Connect a Thumb Drive or external storage device to the computer.

Double-click on the Send Data to Pony Express shortcut on the ﬁ
computer desktop (or click on Start, All Programs, AginfoLink, Send Send Data to
Data to Pony Express from the Windows start menu).

2. Share the Data from a Computer Connected to the Internet.

Connect the Thumbdrive containing the Data File to the Computer with Internet Access (this
computer must have an upgraded version of BeefLink2™ installed on it).

Click on Start, All Programs, AginfoLink, Share to Pony Expr  ess
from Removable Media from the Windows start menu.

The Share From Media Wizard will launch. Click NEXT to manually

share data from media.

Click NEXT to confirm an active connection to the Internet. You must
have an active Internet Connection to continue.

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When prompted that you have successfully shared to media, click
DONE

3. Confirm the Data on the Original Computer which Collected the Data.

If the Data Share process completed successfully, the AgilManualShare*.zTo file will be deleted
from the Thumb Drive and replaced by an AgilManualShare*.Confirmed file.

The Thumb Drive must then be taken back to the original computer which collected the data and the
Confirm Process completed.

Follow Step 1 in the MEDIA data sharing process, and then mail your external storage
device (floppy, CD, or thumb drive) along with a self-address stamped return envelope to:
AglinfoLink, c/o Helpdesk — Data Share, 1860 Lefthand Circle, Suite G, Longmont, CO
80501. We will perform Step 2 of the MEDIA data sharing process for you, and then
return the confirmed files back on your original external storage device. Then you can
complete Step 3 upon receipt of the confirmed file.

| have more than one computer at my ranch. Canls till share
data between the two computers?

Yes. You can use the original “Share Data” program to create an AGIL file just like you
have in the past. Click on Start, All Programs, AginfoLink, Share Data  from the
Windows start menu to launch the program. Then use the “Send to Disk or Pony Express
LAN” option to create a data file which can be shared with another local computer.
Detailed instructions on how to use Share Data can be found in the User’s Guide.

You have collected data on your computer and it has been more than 15 days since you
shared data with Pony Express. You must share data to Pony Express before you can
continue to use the BeefLink2™ programs. Click OK to the message, then use the Send
Data to Pony Express program and share data.

| noticed that some Event Dates have AUTO:NOW avail able as
a detail and other Event Dates list AUTO:TODAY asa  detalil.
What's the difference?

Any Event that could be used for the National Animal ID System tracking database (such
as "“DATE-TAG-APPLIED") will have “AUTO:NOW?” which collects the calendar date AND
the timestamp. Events that are for animal management (such as “DATE-WEAN-WT”)
will have “AUTO:TODAY” which collects just the calendar date.
