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Introduction:

The DataLogger™ application is a simple tool design to collect animal movement data
and optionally few animal characteristics. The system use is to quickly record
movements and attributes on groups of animals. One such use could be collecting
compliance data for the United States National Animal Identification System (NAIS).

Prior to utilizing the DataLogger™ application, determine the type of data you will be
collecting in that location. For example, you may only want to collect data that shows
animals were on the current premises. In this scenario, you would set the Current
Premises Section to have a Move-In and Move-Out date, or the date the animals arrived
on the premises and date the animals will leave. Although you are required to assign a
lot number, you may set one lot for the entire day’s processing or assign a lot for each
individual group as you determine.

NOTE: If required, you will need to connect the RFID scanning equipment, such
as the panel or handheld device, to the desktop or laptop computer. Sometimes
this can be BlueTooth or other wireless technology or a physical cable from the
reader to the personal computer.
